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Who are we? —

We are Tameside Educational Psychology
Service. We support children and young people
aged between 0 - 25 years who may be finding
it difficult to manage in their school/educational
setting. Although we may work with individual
pupils, we also work with other services and
organisations to support positive change, e.g.
the virtual school, mental health support teams
and early years. We offer consultations
(meetings), assessments, interventions,
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research and training.
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How does a child or young person get B
referred for support?

—

We receive referrals either through schools/settings or if an assessment is agreed following a
request for a Education, Health Care Plan.
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What we might do
A school/setting SENCO may refer to our
service when they buy in our service. We will
then have a meeting (in person or online) with
school/setting staff, parents/carers and (if
appropriate) the pupil. We will talk about
what’s working well, where support may be
needed and will then create a joint objectives
plan together. We may then work individually
with the pupil to gather their views and may
carry out different activities and assessments.
We will then add this information to the plan.
We might be involved once or our
involvement may be ongoing.
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What we might do
We will have a meeting (in person or online)
with the school/setting, the parent/carer and
(if appropriate) the pupil to discuss what’s
working well and where support may be
needed. We will work together to identify long
term outcomes and discuss what support they
need to achieve these. We may then work
individually with the pupil to gather their
views to carry out different activities and
assessments. We will also share the possible
outcomes and support with the pupil. We wiill
then write a report that is submitted to the
SEN Team, the school/setting and whoever
holds parental responsibility.

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When we receive a referral for a pupil we will work with them, their family and school or
setting in order to create a plan that we hope will make education and learning
easier and more supportive.
